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This pictorial manual is designed to assist you
in the mechanics of raising / lowering the masl
and launching. The steps are simple and
gasy to follow. Due cate should always be
taken in keeping all limes and cables free.
Upon acquiring the proper skills, the entire
procedure from arrival at the launching area
to having the mast up with the boat in the
water should take about 30 minutes.

Step 1 — Upan areival at the lsunching area, select the most
lovel area hear he ranp which will hive no height restrics
tions hetween you and the wateh, With the mas) raised, you
will need a clearance of 372" including the boat and trailer

Note: Depending upon the situation of the
launch area along with the bridges over the
waterways, thg mast may be either raised
hefore the launch or after reaching open
water with ecqual ease, We show the mast
heing raised on land only for simplicity of
photography.

Step 30 — Maneuver trailer to waters edge. Disconnect
winch cable fram boweye and secufe a line 18 the mooring
cleat before backing Into the water. On most ramps, the
Boat ihould launeh off the trailer hefnre back wheels of auto
touch the water. |1 boat is in the water but will not come
free fram the bunks, pull forwird a few feet and again back
to the water and apply brakes sharply before rear wheels
tauch wathr, WARNING — Do not allew brake mechanism
an tongue o be submerged.

Chain launch supplement...

You may pecasiondlly find a launching area where the
angle af the ramp is too shallow to launch virtually any
boal without backing the auto inta the water. Should
vou ever encounter this type of ramp, we advise using
chain launch, With about 15 feet of %" anchar chain,
this procedure is quite simple and sale provided proper
care is taken and the steps are followed in sequence

Step 2 —Shdckle the chain to the trailer hiteh and the other
